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Background

Despite the signing of the peace agreement in September 2018, South
Sudan remains a fragile and volatile country. The humanitarian crisis has
had devastating effects on the health of the population as livelihoods have
been left devastated and populations displaced. The country has among
the highest levels of maternal and infant mortality rates in the world —
1,150 per 100,00 births and 98 per 1,000 births respectively (UNICEF). An
estimated 5.3 million people (48% of the population) are facing acute food
insecurity (IPC).

Access to essential health services is limited; only 23 percent of primary
healthcare centres offer a basic packages of child health services. Use of
existing health services is low due to financial and cultural barriers, and
geographical distance.

To improve maternal and child health, (non-)communicable diseases and
malnutrition, efforts are needed to improve existing health service delivery,
management of health system resources and strengthening health facilities
functionality at all levels.
